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MESSAGE
Sri Sri Thakur has said, “If I had even done nothing else in this world, only this annual

congregation of devotees (bhakta sammilani) will keep memories of me alive.” Furthermore, he
has also instructed his disciples, “You must attend the sammilani, leaving aside hundreds of
other works you may have. I hope, barring a catastrophe, this directive of mine will not be
ignored.” These momentous and bold sayings illustrate the importance of sammilani and why
each of his devotees must attend the event every year.

Sammilani is an event that enriches individuals with spiritual knowledge and immerses
them in divine love. One can feel the blissful presence of Thakur Maharaj when the mind is free
from worldly thoughts. There, the distinction between the rich and the poor disappears, the
division between the educated and uneducated vanishes, and the difference between the
aristocrat and the commoner melts away.  There is no disparity between serving Thakur and
serving his devotees in sammilani.  One feels that it is he, our dear Thakur, in the form of a
devotee, who is accepting seva.  Therefore, each one tries to serve to his heart’s content.

America Saraswata Sangha was established as a branch of Nilachala Saraswata Sangha,
Puri, in 2003.

However, when he
founded Nilachal Saraswata Sangha in 1934 on his auspicious birthday, he decreed his three
objectives in a different order.  His first mention was establishing the power of the sangha.
Perhaps he felt that without a sangha, his disciples and devotees would struggle to make adequate
spiritual progress.  Indeed, the members of Nilachal Saraswata Sangha in general, and those of
America Saraswata Sangha in particular, have experienced this very truth through their
association with the sangha.  I am confident that every devotee who actively participates in
sangha activities will agree with me wholeheartedly.

During the 23rd Annual Convention of America Saraswat Sangha, our members will flock
to Nigam Smruti Mandir, Sri Sri Thakur Maharaj’s home in North America, to demonstrate
their spiritual progress via their various sevas.  These outward activities, along with the level of
spiritual advancements of these attendees, will provide evidence of the power of sangha, the
America Saraswata Sangha.  It is my sincere prayer to our dear Thakur that he bless us all to
succeed in proving that we are making progress together, we are inching towards achieving his
objective of establishing the power of sangha, and through this sangha, we help each other
become ideal householders and spread his divine glory throughout the world.

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Waves of the Ocean
Hindu religion is the oldest religion in the world. It has many divisions and sub-divisions. One

may ask why so? Is not one opinion capable of expressing the truth? The answer is yes. One opinion
is capable of presenting the truth. But keeping in view of the multi-functioning of human mind,
Hindu religion does not want to disappoint any type of person seeking shelter under it.

We are going to present a few opinions which differ from other opinions.
Great saint Shankaracharya says that “Jeeva Brahmeiva na para”, which means ‘individual

being is Brahma and nothing else’. When the seeker realises this the seeker avails salvation.
The incarnation of Sri Krishna, Sriman Gourang Dev does not agree with this opinion. He

says, “how can one compare the ignorant being with the Omniscient God, it is ridiculous.” He says
“Jeeva Krishna’s nitya dasa”, which means the individual being is the service holder of God.

Monism says there is only one existence of God and no second existence is possible. God,
who is formless, attributeless and all pervading has manifested Himself as the universe with various
forms, dimensions and colors.

Sri Ramanujachariya says differently. The founder of ‘Visista dvaitavad’ says how can
creation be possible by one who does not have attributes and remains beyond any deviation. He
says God certainly exists with attributes and that is the reason such a highly complicated method of
creation has become possible by Him.

Sri Nimbakachariya says God’s existence is Mono existence, but as He has the power to manifest
variously. He is with attributes and dualism is also the truth. He is the founder of Dveitadvaitavad.

There are many opinions. According to our beloved Thakur, all opinions are correct. One
who looks at the night sky through the window sees and opines that the moon looks beautiful
surrounded by three or four stars is correct. One who looks through door and says, “no moon is
surrounded by hundred stars & is also correct.” One who observes the night sky standing in an open
field says “No, there are numerous stars” is certainly correct.

Now leaving aside different opinions, let us discuss Devotion, which is declared as the
religion of today’s  age or Jugadharma.

Devotion starts from Sneha inclination, Ruchi, afliation, Raga, love, Anuraga, deep love, Mana,
sensitivity based on close interaction with God, Viraha, pang of separation and Milan or eternal
union with God. This phase of Devotion comes after Vaidhi Bhakti and Sadhan Bhakti. At the level
of Bhava Bhakti the devotee establishes a very close and specific relationship with God. When Bhava
matures, it becomes Prema. There is no particular spiritual performance to reach that level as Prema
is the objective, not the means. Only the grace of Gurudev can push one to that level. When Prema
originates it defies any logic and goes beyond Vidhi and Vidhinisedh; Do’s and Don’ts.

Like that when one loves Thakur with integrity many strange things happen. You start loving
all irrespective of differences between friend and foe. You can talk to animals and plants, and they do
respond in their own way.

Let me, before conclusion, present such a case of which I was one of the witness. Before
Sammilani at Ekamra as usual, Thakur was to arrive at Asan Mandir one month before Sammilani.
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One devotee had planted many Daliha plants with the hope that when Thakur arrives, Daliha flowers
will be offered at His lotus feet. But unfortunately the growth of the plants was slow. He tries his best
for the growth, but it did not happen. Five days before His arrival only buds came on the plants. It
takes minimum of fifteen days for buds to blossom fully to become flowers. He was very much
disappointed. There was no way. In the middle of the night, when everybody was asleep the person
rose from his bed and in the garden he whispered to the plants, “After four days Thakur will arrive.
Can you do something to save us from disappointment?” The plants did not say anything, but they
responded in their own way. After that the devotee got busy and knowing that it was impossible,
forgot about the flowers. The day Thakur was to arrive, he without any thought went to the garden.
To his astonishment he found most of the buds have become full grown flowers. He was astonished
and felt as if the plants and the flowers were smiling at him. He could not believe it but took the
flowers to Asan Mandir all the way pondering. Can science explain it?

I am sure such types of incidents must have taken place in lives of many devotees.
Human life is full of incidents which come every day. The life is full of ups and downs. But

there are waves of ocean. It is impossible to think oceans without waves. But certainly waves though
part of the ocean is not the ocean. Waves rise and fall, but the ocean remains where it is. Ups and
downs of life are not life. Life is to be evaluated in totality. Life moves on but the objective of life
remains the same. Now what is the objective of life? The objective of life is to love Thakur with ever
growing intensity. To lead life as he has directed, to fulfill the desires of Thakur and to make His
mission successful on earth.

Relation and responsibility are two major binding factors. Well these need to be addressed
properly. But while  doing this one must not forget and move away from the objective. If that is done,
one is sure to become successful in both factors of life and that is to become successful in worldly life
and spiritual life.

I am very happy that Saraswat Madhuri is going to be published. It is not an ordinary magazine
to entertain its readers. It is going to help its readers to inch forward to reach the objective of human
life. I am sure like before Saraswat Madhuri is going to cater to the needs of the time.

I must thank Biswajit Bhai for his unceasing effort in this regards. Let us make Nilachal Sangha
of America the nodal agency to spread the message of Thakur in the world.

Swami Nigamananda attained mastery in all paths of spiritual practice—Tantra, Jnana

(knowledge), Yoga, and Prema (divine love)—and emerged as a perfect spiritual master,
a Sadguru, to dispel the ignorance of humanity.

Descending into society as a Sadguru, Swami Nigamananda observed that the common
people were immersed in ignorance, bound by social prejudices, and influenced by distorted
notions of religion shaped by Western education. Many were driven by material desires and
worldly pleasures. His vision was to awaken true religious understanding and guide people
through the comprehensive principles of Sanatan Dharma.

To spread this vision, he authored several profound books, including:

n Yogi Guru

n Jñani Guru

n Tantrik Guru

n Premik Guru

n Vedanta Vivek

n Brahmacharya Sadhan

Many people were drawn to his philosophy—some merely by the divine aura of his
physical presence and beautiful feet, others by reading his books, and even some just by seeing
his photo (bigraha) in a publication. Though Sri Sri Thakur (as his devotees called him) clearly
stated that he was not an avatar or incarnation of God, he identified himself as a Sadguru,
humbly carrying out the will of the Jagatguru—the Universal Teacher.

He taught that one can truly understand and realize him only through selfless love and
dedicated service.

In last year’s publication, this article highlighted the experiences shared by devotees from
East Bengal (now Bangladesh) and the eastern regions of India. These individuals were deeply
attracted to Sri Sri Thakur’s divine, transcendental presence, perceiving him as a Guru, God,
Incarnation, or loved him as a simple human being, radiating divine qualities.

This year, we feature descriptions of Sri Sri Thakur’s divinely beautiful physical form, as
remembered by his followers from East Bengal and Odisha. Notably, Puri Jagannath Dham,
revered as the holiest site in Sanatan Dharma by both Sri Adi Shankaracharya (incarnation of
knowledge) and Sri Chaitanya Mahaprabhu (Gauranga Dev) (incarnation of devotion), was also
chosen by Sri Sri Thakur Nigamananda (embodiment both knowledge and devotion)—as the
sacred ground (leela khetra) for his final divine acts on this earth.

Fanibhushan Mitra from Howrah, Kolkata (West Bengal),  came across the book Premik
Guru through a neighbor in BS 1325. It was in this book that he saw Sri Sri Thakur’s bigraha
(photograph) for the first time. Deeply moved, he began inquiring about Sri Sri Thakur’s

whereabouts and soon learned that He was residing at the home of Ashwini Dasgupta on Rani
Shankari Lane, Kalighat, Kolkata.

Without delay, Fani Bhai went to Kalighat to meet Him. His first darshan was described
vividly:

“His palms and soles were beautifully red, like the ‘Jabakusum’ flower. His entire body
radiated the hue of raw gold. He had a majestic, large frame, long arms, and matted hair flowing
down His back. His sharp gaze pierced the hearts of those who saw Him—His eyes seemed to
draw even a departing soul back to life.”

As the gathering began to disperse after their discussions, Fani Bhai folded his hands and
humbly asked if Sri Sri Thakur’s grace would ever be bestowed upon him as well. Noticing his
deep yearning, Sri Sri Thakur gently said,

“Bathe in the river Ganga and come.” The very next day, Fani Bhai received initiation.

He shared this experience:

“In a secluded room at Ashwini Bhai’s house, Sri Sri Thakur had already arranged
everything for the initiation. As I entered, I beheld ‘Mahayogeshwara Hari’—a most splendid
and divine vision. Sri Sri Thakur, seated gracefully, smiled and said, ‘From today, I am your
Guru. Do pranam to me.’

Hearing these words, I felt as though lightning from the universe entered my body. I
trembled and asked within, ‘Who are you—the infinite reservoir of divine mercy?’ With tearful
eyes, I bowed down and hugged His feet, weeping deeply. Sri Sri Thakur stood like a silent,
unmoving mountain—calm and undisturbed. Then, with a deep and powerful voice, He said,
‘This is my wish. Now stand up.’”

This was the only time Sri Sri Thakur ever asked someone to offer Him pranam—a moment
reserved solely for the act of initiation. His expression during this time was grave, powerful,
and beyond description.

Surabala Maa, recalling her days at Nilachal Kutir in Puri, noted that on the day of any
disciple’s initiation, she would feel an inner excitement just to witness Sri Sri Thakur’s intense
Guru-bhava. She emphasized how rare and sacred it was to see Him accept pranam, as He
never asked for it otherwise. On this one occasion, however, He expected the disciple to lie fully
prostrate on the ground, a gesture symbolizing total surrender.

Another divine meeting was shared by Swami Pragyananda Maharaj, the second
elected Mahanta of Asam Bangiya Saraswat Math, personally appointed by Sri Sri Thakur.
Formerly a police sub-inspector in Mayurbhanj, Odisha, he left worldly life in search of a true
Guru. His journey led him to Puri, where he met Sri Sri Thakur.

He describes:

“The first thing that drew me to Him was His majestic yet compassionate presence. His
figure was calm, still, and profoundly grave—completely free of restlessness. He could hold
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His back and neck upright effortlessly for long durations. His complexion was that of pure
gold, and a divine glow radiated constantly from His being. Though He sat among us, it felt as
if He didn’t belong to this world. His love and compassion overwhelmed me to a point where I
was left speechless.”

Another disciple, Gopal Chaitanya Brahmachari, first met Sri Sri Thakur in his
village, Balyiyati (BS 1330). Upon His arrival, Gopal and the villagers composed and sang a
poem capturing the ecstatic joy and divine beauty of Sri Sri Thakur. Two lines from that poem
in Bengali are:

“  dina hina bhakta amara sabai, ki puja tomare kariba daan
dhoro sadguru dharo upahaar milita bhakter akula praan

Eso premomoy nigamananda gourabarbi kirtiman  ,
Eso gunaban eso gyanaban bipula vidya kripanidhan”

(We are humble, helpless devotees,
What offering can we make with ease?

O Sadguru, please accept this heart,
A gift of love we humbly impart.

Come, O Nigamananda, love’s pure flame,
Resplendent in glory, honored name.

Come, O virtuous, wise, and kind,
A treasure of knowledge, with grace divine)

By the time of BS 1330, Sri Sri Thakur’s physical form had changed from his youthful, lean
figure to a slightly fuller one. Yet, He remained strikingly handsome and radiant in appearance.
One particularly touching example of pure, motherly devotion during this period comes from
a devoted couple from Faridpur—Shri Sashadhar Chakraborty and his wife. A full year before
their initiation, the couple had already established Sri Sri Thakur’s asana (sacred seat) in their
home and began offering daily prayers and worship. Often, while gazing at Sri Sri Thakur’s
picture, Sashadhar’s wife would say longingly, “I wish I could pull Him into my lap and feed
Him like my  baby.”

Even after meeting Sri Sri Thakur in person, her deep sense of maternal affection for Him
remained unchanged. Reflecting on this, Sashadhar Bhai once wrote: “It is extremely rare and
unusual for a 26 or 27-year-old woman to see such a large, majestic man as her baby.” At that
time, the couple already had two children of their own. They eventually received initiation in
BS 1333, when they first met Sri Sri Thakur in person. They shared their impressions:

“Our Thakur is like the massive planets and stars of the solar system—His physical form
is large, yet every part of His body is perfectly proportioned. It is beyond imagination. Among
the many saints, warriors, and even well-built wrestlers we’ve seen, the physical presence of Sri
Sri Thakur is truly unmatched and rare.”

Ghadishar, a small, lesser-known village in East Bengal (India), became the site of a
remarkable spiritual moment. Though few of Sri Sri Thakur’s disciples lived there, their fervent
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prayers reached Him. In BS 1340, around the month of September, Sri Sri Thakur graciously
decided to visit the village to grace the villagers, despite the arduous journey it required. The
path was difficult, but Sri Sri Thakur, aware of the hardships, agreed to go. Upon His arrival
with His accompanying disciples, a huge crowd of 700–800 villagers had already gathered to
greet Him, eager to have His darshan and offer pranam. Seeing the pure devotion and
excitement in the villagers’ faces, Sri Sri Thakur remarked:

“The place where people come to see a saint simply because they heard ‘a saint is visiting’—
without knowing any details—yet show such genuine love and devotion, are truly my honored
people.”

Disciples such as Fani Bhai, Nrupen Bhai, Jogeswar Bhai, Naresh Ch. Pakadashi Bhai,
and Swami Pragyananda Maharaj, who were accompanying Sri Sri Thakur, were deeply moved
by the heartfelt welcome. They were astonished that ordinary villagers, with no prior connection,
recognized in Sri Sri Thakur something so profound that they described Him as: “Guru, Sadguru,
and even the formless Brahman manifested in human form.”

Sri Rabindra Ch. Ray, the son of Sri Nrupen Ch. Ray—a devoted disciple of Sri Sri Thakur—
has written numerous articles capturing the divine leela (divine play) of Sri Sri Thakur and
profound spiritual concepts. In one such recollection, he shares a deeply moving experience
and vision of Sri Sri Thakur’s divine physical presence.

He recalls: “Sri Sri Thakur’s physical form is beyond imagination and beyond description.
While many spiritually inclined and learned people often emphasize the formless aspect of the
Sadguru, the perfect blend of form and formless—saguna and nirguna Brahman—needs no
philosophical proof when one simply beholds Sri Sri Thakur. The divine truth becomes self-
evident.”

He continues by describing the aspect of Sri Sri Thakur that drew his attention most
profoundly: “Out of His entire divine form, my eyes are always drawn first to His lotus feet.
The beauty of Sri Sri Thakur’s feet is unlike anything ever seen in human form—uniquely radiant,
soft, and filled with a sensation akin to a divine current radiating from the core of a high-
voltage power station. Every time I touched His feet, I was filled with an indescribable feeling
of peace and bliss.”

Not only did he offer pranam (salutation) to Sri Sri Thakur’s feet, but he was also blessed
with the opportunity to perform seva (personal service). He writes: “While softly pressing His
feet, I was always careful, afraid that too much pressure might hurt Him. Observing this, Sri Sri
Thakur once smiled and said, ‘Why are you so hesitant? Let’s see how hard you can press!’ Only
then did I feel at ease holding His soft, divine feet in my hands.”

He also recalls the unforgettable depth of Sri Sri Thakur’s gaze: “His eyes are beyond
comparison—overflowing with divine love (bhava), as if infinite compassion was condensed
into a single, still point. His gaze held two extremes at once: an intimate closeness and a distant
omniscience, as though He could see into the farthest reaches of existence.”
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One vivid incident stands out in his memory: “Once, Sri Sri Thakur was in deep discussion
with devotees at our home in Mahadevpur. The room was filled with people. Suddenly, He
turned to me and said, ‘Open the back door.’ Curious, I obeyed. To everyone’s amazement,
standing outside were two middle-aged women who had come from a distant place. They said
the crowd at the front door was too thick, so they had come to the back. I led them inside. All
present were left speechless. Though seated indoors, Sri Sri Thakur had already seen them.
Such was the divine vision—His sight was not limited by walls or space. He could perceive all
that was unfolding, near and far. Even today, Sri Sri Thakur remains ever-awake and responsive
to those who sincerely seek His compassion. Countless such miraculous incidents have been
documented in the book Nigam Nibandhabali.”

The following section presents experiences and descriptions shared by disciples
from Odisha, India, who met Sri Sri Thakur during His time in Puri, at Nilachala Kutir—the
home personally purchased by Him, where He spent the final ten years of His earthly leela.
More about this sacred place and related divine experiences can be found in the writings
of Narayani Devi and other publications.

Towards the end of His divine physical leela in this world, Sri Sri Thakur was drawn by
His own deepest spiritual vision to the sacred land of Puri, the eminent Dham of Purushottam—
now in Odisha. In this revered place, also known as Sri Kshetra, He chose to establish
the Nilachala Saraswata Sangha—a final treasure offered to humanity, the fruit of His lifelong
and arduous sadhana.

The last 14 years of Sri Sri Thakur’s earthly presence were predominantly spent in this
holy land, where He showered His divine grace upon the people of Utkala (Odisha). A few
fortunate souls received direct initiation from Him during this time, becoming living testimonies
of the spiritual awakening He inspired.

Among the many Odia disciples of Sri Sri Thakur, a few names stand out for their deep
devotion and service: Banamali Das Bhai, Durgacharana Mohanty Bhai, Chaitanya Charana
Das Bhai, Balaji Raju Bhai, Dinabandhu Deo Bhai, Iswar Sahu Bhai, Ekadashi Bhai, Nrupala
Bhai, Gobinda Bhai, Khirodnath Singh Bhai, and many others.

Some among them have shared their first experiences and divine encounters with Sri Sri
Thakur—narratives that continue to inspire generations of seekers.

Banamali Das Bhai was appointed by Sri Sri Thakur as the Secretary and later
the President of the Nilachala Saraswata Sangha, Puri, Odisha. Before meeting Sri Sri Thakur
in person, Banamali Bhai had a profound mystical experience. He once clearly saw a divine-
human figure—radiant and alive—on the moon. The vision was remarkably vivid and remained
with him for several days.

Then, on March 3rd, 1934, when Banamali Bhai visited Nilachala Kutir for the first time
and stood before Sri Sri Thakur, he was overwhelmed. He realized with awe and joy that the
divine form he had seen on the moon was none other than Sri Sri Thakur Himself, now standing
before him in living form. Immersed in divine bliss, Banamali Bhai surrendered completely at
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His lotus feet. Banamali Bhai emphasized that understanding Sri Sri Thakur’s swaroopa (inner
divine nature) was far more significant than merely describing His roopa (physical form).

He writes: “After attaining siddhi in Tantra, Jnana, and Yoga, our Thakur received the
blessings of Maa Annapurna, much like Adi Shankaracharya. It was She who introduced Him
to Bhava Sadhana (the path of devotional emotion). After attaining perfection in Bhava Sadhana,
He resided for an extended period with Maa Mahamaya in the Garo Hill mountain ranges. This
Mahamaya—under whose influence the entire universe lives in the spell of maya—has even
the great Hari, the Preserver, under Her sway. She governs even the jnanis (the enlightened).
Yet this supreme force, the centrifugal source of creation, preservation, and dissolution, became
a servitor to the Bhava-siddha Sri Sri Thakur, not for a day or two, but for several months. The
kind of divine relationship displayed between God and devotee here—like a sacred union—is
seldom found in the traditions of Arya Sadhana. Joking and playing with Maa Mahamaya
Herself! Hail to the son of Bharat, the crown jewel of sages and siddhas—Sri Gurudev! Glory to
Your Sadhana! Glory to Your divine power! O Sri Gurudev, it is doubtful whether such a perfected
sadhaka will descend upon this land again in the next thousand years.”

Another eminent devotee, Durgacharan Mohanty Bhai, the former President of Nilachala
Saraswata Sangha, first saw Sri Sri Thakur on March 30th, 1930 (Thursday) at Nilachala Kutir.

Describing the moment, he writes: “It was around 5 p.m.—an auspicious and unforgettable
moment—when I first had darshan of Sri Sri Thakur. That day, He was seated gracefully on
a well-decorated chair, with His feet resting on a footstool, holding a hookah pipe in one hand,
gently smoking tamakhu.

What I saw was like a living idol of Lord Shiva, glowing white like camphor, sitting still in
serene majesty. A confined yet intense light seemed to radiate from His body in a human form.
My mind was irresistibly drawn to His lotus feet. The soles of His feet looked exactly like
fully bloomed red lotus flowers—as if those lotus blossoms were resting in crystal-clear water.
The sight of His feet, crossed gracefully on a white cloth-covered footstool, was utterly
mesmerizing and filled my mind with divine joy. In that silent, awe-filled moment, Sri Sri Thakur
suddenly spoke: ‘What do you want?’ Startled and humbled, I lifted my gaze from His Sri
Charana (feet) to behold His full form. I saw broad shoulders, a face filled with serene radiance,
a body that glowed with an inner light, and eyes brimming with compassion. His lips curved
into a gentle smile, and His voice—soothing and deep—was full of love and grace. At that
moment, hearing His words—‘What do you want?’—I felt as though Sri Sri Thakur had known
me for lifetimes. The sweetness of His tone, the affection in His gaze, and the graciousness of
His presencewere unlike anything I had ever encountered in this life. I knew then that He was
mine from time immemorial.”

At the time Durgacharan Bhai first met Sri Sri Thakur, he was a young student, studying
in the ninth grade at a school under the Puri District Board. After his initial darshan, several of
his classmates—Nrupal Ji Bhai, Banchanidhi Bhai, Ekadashi Bhai, and Gobinda Bhai—were also
blessed with the opportunity to meet Sri Sri Thakur. All of them were teenagers, studying at
District board school in Puri.
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During those days, a remarkable and noteworthy event took place. While residing
in Nilachala Kutir, near Swargadwar, Sri Sri Thakur had consciously withdrawn from public
life. He maintained a state of self-concealment, and even his closest disciples from Bengal were
not allowed to meet Him without express permission. However, by His infinite grace, these
young boys were recognized and accepted by Him—a rare honor. A small excerpt from the
book Nilachala Bani sheds light on this divine gesture:

“One day, while speaking to a disciple, Sri Sri Thakur remarked, ‘Some devotees, after
initiation, feel there is no need to meet me. If you don’t feel it important to come and see me,
then why should I remain in Puri? It is by meeting, bowing down to, and listening to the Guru’s
words that the power of SriGuru is transmitted to the disciple.”

From this statement, it became clear that Sri Sri Thakur intended to build a new generation
of spiritual seekers in Puri. His stay at Puridham was not a quiet retreat during the last phase of
His life—it was an integral part of His greater spiritual mission.

In this context, Durgacharan Bhai later writes: “Not only were we overwhelmed with joy
by touching and bowing at the feet of Sri Sri Thakur, but He too seemed genuinely pleased to
meet us. Though He often tried to conceal His divine identity in Puri, the unearthly glow of His
physical form naturally attracted the attention of the public.”

In 1933 AD, Sri Sri Thakur visited the vicinity of the Jagannath Temple to observe the Rath
Yatra. From among the crowd, a curious gentleman asked, “Who is he?” Due to Sri Sri Thakur’s
clear instruction to maintain privacy, the disciples simply responded, “Can’t you see? He is a
noble gentleman.” However, the same man later directly approached Sri Sri Thakur and asked,
“What is your name?” With a grave tone, Sri Sri Thakur replied, “My name is Gurudas.”

Hearing this, the man, visibly moved, said to the disciples, “He looks like Thakur
Nigamananda.”

This incident confirmed what many knew intuitively—Sri Sri Thakur can only be
recognized if He wills it, and His grace is not given lightly. In choosing a few Odia youth, He
laid the foundation for His new divine endeavors in Nilachala.

With the exception of Banamali Bhai and Chaitanya Bhai, the other devotees, including
Durgacharan Bhai, were still in high school. Yet, it was upon these young shoulders that Sri Sri
Thakur founded the Nilachala Saraswata Sangha, entrusting them with the noble mission of
societal upliftment through spiritual service. The sole object of worship at the Nilachala
Saraswata Sangha was Gurutattwa—the Divine Principle of the Guru.

Even though Sri Sri Thakur’s physical body showed signs of aging and appeared slightly
fuller over time, devotees and disciples never perceived in Him the usual limitations or
characteristics of an ordinary human form. Instead, they witnessed several divine and
extraordinary traits, as shared below by those who had the blessing of close proximity to Him:

n Radiant Complexion: His bodily complexion would change with the time of day—
glowing like the sun in the morning, and taking on a bluish hue by afternoon. His palms
and soles were naturally red, resembling lotus petals.
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n Hair and Nails: His hair and nails never grew, an uncommon and mystical trait.

n Fragrant Perspiration: While He rarely perspired, during His time in Puri, Odisha,
devotees occasionally noticed Him sweating. Yet, instead of any odor, they
experienced a divine fragrance emanating from His body.

n Illness: Even when experiencing cold or cough, no one ever saw Him spit or clear His
throat. Nor was He ever seen yawning, sighing, or exhaling heavily.

n Restroom Habits: He visited the restroom twice a day—once in the morning and once
in the evening—and the toilet four times daily. Astonishingly, after He exited, the
sevakas noted not a trace of any odor but rather a subtle, pleasant fragrance.

n Water Intake: He drank water only after meals, which meant thrice a day.

n Minimal Consumption: His food intake was very modest—less than half of what was
offered to Him—though He regularly drank milk.

n Composure During Storms: Even during natural calamities such as cyclones or
storms, Sri Sri Thakur remained calm and undisturbed, reflecting His complete mastery
over the elements.

n Invocation of Divinity: Before every action—whether standing up or sitting down—
He would gently utter ”Jayaguru,” invoking the presence and remembrance of the
Divine Guru.

On a Tuesday in the year BS 1342, when devotees asked Sri Sri Thakur to speak about His
physical body, He offered a rare and profound glimpse into His divine nature:

“I have the causal body (chinmaya deha) within this physical form. Though I have acquired
a mortal body, I possess complete awareness of both its center and perimeter. I am still Brahman
within this form. Many rishis and sages dwell within me. Even if you meditate on this physical
body, you will attain the fruits of all arduous spiritual practices. I exist—and will continue to
exist—to guide you, even after leaving this physical shell.”

This statement unveils the spiritual dimension of His presence—that His physical form
itself is a vehicle of salvation and His guidance eternal.

In a moment of deep affection and spiritual generosity, Sri Sri Thakur once revealed:

“The Sangha is my Swaroopa. Devotees are drawn to the Sangha because I manifest there.
You may give up all other practices—just try to love me a little. Do you know why you don’t
need to perform intense penance or sadhana individually? It is because I already undertook the
severest austerities, knowing you would come to me. I churned the vast ocean of spiritual sadhana
and brought forth jars of nectar. If you love me, you shall gain everything. Even if you merely
meditate on this physical body, you will receive the fruits of all the sadhana I performed.” This
divine utterance stands as the seed of His eternal presence in the Nilachala Saraswata Sangha,
where the Guru is not just revered but embodied as the ultimate spiritual path.

I got to know him closely when I joined Shri
Jayadeva Seba Shikhyarthi Mandal, and he participated in our sessions with Pramod Bhai and
Sinha Bhai and led in Pramod Bhai’s absence. He stressed the importance of the kriya in realizing
and experiencing Shri Shri Thakura’s presence within us and in our lives. I am confident that he
was speaking from his experience and feel privileged to have come across such a person so
closely. If anyone approached him with a question related to Shri Shri Thakura or our spiritual
practice, he would go at length to explain it and cite pages from specific texts. He was a walking
encyclopedia of material related to Shri Shri Thakura. During his visits to the US and Nigama
Smruti Mandira, I used to watch him closely as he did Shri Shri Thakura puja, archana and
seba; he would also explain the essence behind each of the services. With his passing, I miss
someone that wished everyone well at any moment, a person that understood Shri Shri Thakura
and his purpose and teachings, and a well-wisher of our community at large. May Shri Shri
Thakura grant him peace and a place at His lotus feet.

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Purity of Thoughts
Thoughts dominate human mind all the time. There is not a single minute when mind is

free of thoughts, not even during sleep. Thoughts culminate into actions - both good and bad
- impacting our physical and mental health. How many times do we think properly before we
talk or act? Many of our actions are fuelled by passionate restless thoughts on one hand whereas
some others are driven by confusion, and lack objectivity. Moreover, with modern technology
and expansion of use of social media platforms we are constantly bombarded with messages
and news which do not help in having a restful mind.

When I think about my own thoughts and actions in daily life, I find difficult conversations
evoke feelings of anxiety, frustration, or sadness, especially when discussing contentious issues
or personal grievances. I have also sometimes experienced elevated stress levels affecting my
sleep pattern when anticipating or recalling challenging situations. I have found mismanaged
conversations leading to misunderstandings, resentment, or distancing between individuals,
impacting personal and professional relationships.

Recently I have started actively thinking and reflecting to manage my negative thoughts
and emotions to lead a happier and productive life. Although I am trying to follow Shri Shri
Thakur Maharaj’s teaching for a long time, it makes more sense at this stage in my life to really
understand the meaning of His teachings and improve myself.

As per Hindu scriptures, thoughts can be classified three categories – pure (sattvic), active
(rajasic) and inert (tamasic) linked to the three attributes (Guna), namely Sattva, Raja, and Tamas.
Sattvic or purity of thoughts is characterized by purity, harmony, and balance. Sattvic thoughts
are those that promote clarity, wisdom, and serenity. Individuals with a predominance of sattva
are inclined towards truthfulness, compassion, and calmness. Rajasic thoughts are associated
with action, passion, and restlessness. Rajasic thoughts often lead to desires, ambitions, and a
constant state of motion. While Rajas can drive productivity, an excess may result in anxiety
and overexertion. Tamasic thoughts are linked to darkness, ignorance, and lethargy. Tamasic
thoughts can cause confusion, laziness, and lack of motivation.

Shri Shri Thakur Maharaj has given numerous advice in his letters and books to keep a
steady and pure mind so that one can understand the greater wishes of our Guru Maharaj and
work towards fulfilling them. He has prescribed focussed meditation (sthirasana) at the beginning
and the end of the day to keep our thoughts and actions synchronised to have a life surrendered
to Shri Guru. Self-reflection through maintaining dinalipi or bhaba binimaya with fellow sangha
sebakas or sebikas are powerful tools to regularly assess our thoughts and actions, striving to
align them with virtues like honesty, kindness, and humility.

I understand that a lot of our thinking is also linked to what we eat. A sattvic diet is to
consume fresh, wholesome foods like fruits, vegetables, whole grains, and nuts. Such a diet
nourishes the body and supports mental clarity. I am practising taking sattvic food more often
although more need to be done in this area.

Similarly, our thoughts are also shaped by who we meet or work with regularly.  It helps
if we can surround ourselves with spiritually motivated individuals and engage in activities
that promote compassion and understanding. Another tool that helps me is engaging in mindful
exercises, such as focusing on my inhaled breath while chanting ‘Jayaguru’, and slowly exhaling.

This helps to anchor me in the present moment to reduce anxiety and enhance mental clarity.
When I find myself surrounded by negative thoughts I try to identify and challenge the evidence
supporting them. Reframing these thoughts helps form a more balanced and positive mindset.

I have also found ‘Guru Dhyan’ (keeping an illuminated image of Shri Shri Thakur in my
mind) working as a useful distraction to shift from a negative to positive mindset. By integrating
these practices into my daily life, I am working towards enhancing the presence of sattva, leading
to a more balanced and fulfilling existence.
